In the Small Town Mission, there is a new
breakthrough in Wetaskiwin, a new fellowship
started in February. More from the Mandarin
congregation are gradually joining in other routes.
In the New Immigrant Ministry, the practice of
hospitality has already inspired and enriched many
who serve and are being served, putting the biblical
teaching of "it is more blessed to give than to
receive" in action!

For the global missions, the Cuba mission has
become more surprising and exciting. In addition to
the establishment of 24 new church plants last year
(8 of which are supported by CCCOWE Canada), this
year is expected to have another 46 being planted
(12 of which are supported by CCCOWE and some
Chinese churches in Toronto). Even though our
support is limited, the local master trainers are able
to train up more than 300 new church planters in
the past few months. The goal is 500 by the end of
this year. In 2020, the dream of planting 100
churches within five years is likely to come true.
Other than the work of the Holy Spirit, there can be
no explanation!

I had been attending Evangel Baptist Church for quite some time. On June 18,
Father’s Day, [ was baptized, which gave me immense joy and humility. I wish
to share my story, a testimony that is powerful and motivational to me.

The story happened before I started my journey to learn more about Christ. It
was about my dad (Baba) passing away. Baba was in the hospital. He was
toward the end of his life. He was lying on the bed with his eyes closed. Even so,
our family took turns visiting him, talking to him and staying with him. I was
Baba’s favourite daughter. I spent the most time in the hospital, taking about
two hours of sleep every day for a prolonged period. One day, Mom said, “Alice,
come home and rest. If you do not, you will not be able to sustain yourself.” I
took my mom'’s advice and left the hospital.

On my way home, suddenly, there was a voice talking to me, “Go back to the
hospital.” Not only that, but I could also feel a force brewing strongly within me,
pulling me away from the direction of home. I went back to the hospital, but as
soon as | showed up, the nurses there said, “It’s about time for your dad. Tell
your family to come to the hospital.” [ immediately called Mom and rushed back
to Baba’s side, holding his hand. Suddenly, Baba opened his eyes. His eyes were
not black nor brown. They were greyish-white. Baba’s tears kept pouring down,
and I called out loudly, “Baba, I am here. I am Alice, and I am here.” We looked
straight into each other’s eyes, but for five seconds, Baba closed his eyes again.
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Very shortly after, Mom arrived. She put her hand on Baba’s hand and said,
“David, I am here.” Right at that moment, Baba’s heartbeat dropped from 90 to
60, to 30, and it became just a line--Baba had left us while we were by his side.

The passing of a dear parent is sad and dramatic. However, even when I was not
a Christian, Jesus loved me anyway. Without Jesus, I would not have known
when Baba would pass away, and I would not have known how Baba longed to
connect with Mom one last time. If it had not been because of the voice and the
force, we would have missed our last moment with Baba and I would not have
been able to look into his eyes, hold his hand and call him Baba for the one last
time. Jesus’ love is unconditional, even for a non-Christian like me then. The Holy
Spirit is always working within us, giving us strength and guidance, especially
when we need help the most. How my dad passed away is still fresh in my mind.

Cuba is a communist country that many people talk about when they go for a nice
summer vacation.

[ had the honour to visit this beautiful country for the first time with my wife Cindy and
the Cuba Team 1. The Cuban people are very kind and welcoming, they treated us with
utmost kindness throughout the entire trip. We have been briefed to expect no meat to
eat since the cost of a small piece of pork is a month of wage. Somehow, we can taste
meat in our food whenever we are treated to a meal with them. This type of treatment
touched me deeply. It reminds me of Matt 19:19 “... love your neighbour as yourself...”
They treated us better than themselves for the sake of the word of God.

In Cuba, church planting is the main focus for all pastors and missionaries. Many new
church planning sites have no electricity, no roof or shelter, and no drinkable water. On
one visit, a missionary couple would hike into the heart of the mountains to share the
gospel with the indigenous people. The couple was equipped with no hiking shoes, no
water bottles, but a heavy backpack filled with daily supplies and Bibles. Imagine we go
through a forest trail in a hot summer without water, no bug spray, and only wearing a
pair of sandals. In their case, it is a weekend trip with temperatures between 30c to
35c. Their determination to share the gospel with the lost was unwavering. Their heart
for the kingdom of God to come down is like a spark of fire. Everywhere they visited it
spread like wildfire throughout the country. They bring joy and hope to the needy and
the poor. It is very inspiring and I feel ashamed to say that I am nowhere near to them.
It is truly a wake-up call for me to seek first God’s kingdom before all else.

On the next trip to Cuba, I hope to see more new people join us. I am honoured to say
we can collaborate with the brothers and sisters in Cuba to work towards one goal.
That one goal of spreading the gospel to all nations, one of them is Cuba. Through these
experiences, it is safe to say it will help our hearts to be ready for the return of our Lord
Jesus Christ.
